The excellent student portfolio plan below is an end of year portfolio. 

This can be easily adapted to a quarterly or semester portfolio. Using the portfolio method several times during the year allows students to practice and learn greater facility in the important skill of self-monitoring. It also allows them the opportunity to evaluate their performance and make positive changes during the year. (For such during the year portfolios, you would probably want to add questions about which areas the students want to improve in the coming months.)
